As a way to pull together the information that you have researched on your chosen historical topic, you will create a storyboard that serves as an outline to a documentary for the topic. 
Your storyboard will have at least 10 boxes. Each of your 10 boxes must include at least one visual and one typed paragraph. The visual should represent the video and images that would be shown in each scene of your documentary and your paragraph should represent the voice-over or narration to accompany them.

In the storyboard you must:

· Tell the information from your research through a documentary-style storyboard. 
· Include an introduction box.
· Include information of your choosing in the middle boxes of the storyboard. Consider the who, what, when, where, why and how of your time period. 
· Include a conclusion box.

· Use strong word choice and descriptive language.
· Illustrate your storyboard as best you can.

· Show your knowledge of grammar and writing, including punctuating dialogue properly.

· Present your storyboard neatly – typed, colored, anything else to make it presented strongly. You may choose to include graphics, such as graphs, maps, etc.
To complete the storyboard you must:
· Present your idea for the storyboard to the teacher for approval.

· Complete a rough draft planning sheet (on back) by _____________. 
· Complete the research using the schedule given to you.

· Write informatively as discussed in language arts throughout the year.

· Include AT LEAST 10 boxes as a part of your storyboard.
